When we got to camp last June, we found
Sam had worked wonders toward housing
the birds. There were beautiful homes of
various sizes in the best forest styles. The
houses were made of hollowed oak limbs,
with rustic perches and lichen decorations.
The doorways were so darling it was hard to
understand why there wasn't a long waiting
list for each house. People are sometimes
slow to make changes, as Mrs. Roosevelt
found when she built homes for the miners
at Reedsville. Our birds seemed equally ‘‘set”
in their ways.

A pair of robins turned down our houses
and nested on the electric wires against the
pumphouse above the old riding circle. They
liked it so well they raised two sets of babies
there. Perhaps the vibrations of the pump
pleased them more than the wind in the trees,
or they may have been developing a feeling

for jazz. On a beam under Den’s porch, a |

pair of phoebes built a nest, beautifully deco-
rated with lichens and mosses. It was up to
their highest standard, but the red lice killed
the babies, and the parents left, discouraged.
We did not find out the trouble in time to
kill the insects and save the babies. In the
top of a hemlock tree near Gertrude's office,
a pair of parula warblers set up housekeeping.
They had the air of wanting to be ““on top
of the world,” and they loved Gertrude’s
typewriter. Mr. and Mrs. Pewee made a
beautiful swinging nest, covered with lacy
bits of lichens. They liked Margy's dancing
and Janie’s music, so they hung their nest
near the stage of the tennis court, but when
the girls began to sleep out in groups of twos
and threes and to experiment on all kinds of
‘“‘original”’ shelters, it was too much for the
pewees. They moved to the further side of
the driveway.

At the farm a pair of robins built in one
of the lombardy poplars. Nothing seemed
to upset them, neither horses, nor grooms,
nor girls, but the poor song sparrow that
built her first home in the lily bed flew every
time anybody came near. She finally left the
nest, having lost the one baby that hatched
out. The redstart that had a nest nearby, and
Mr. and Mrs. Cedarwaxwing, who lived in
the mock orange bush, added both color and
interest to the farm.

Birds, as well as the rest of us, love the
Music Unit. ‘““Chambie’s” violin pleased a
pair of waxwings so much they built a nest
near her practise arbor in a tree that overhung
the lake. A beautiful song sparrow chose a
small spruce that looked into ‘‘Sivad.” She
rocked to the rhythm of Urana’s piano every
day.

We hope Sam’s beautiful houses will all
be in use when we get to camp next summer.
Even birds may learn the possibilities of
beautiful houses.
